An ordained Baptist
minister, he served as pastor of the New Mission
Missionary Baptist Church for twenty years before
returning to complete his Ph.D. He has written the book,
Doctrine That Dances: Bringing Doctrinal Preaching and
Teaching to Life (B&H Publishing Group), which was
selected as the winner of the 2008 Preaching Book of the
Year Award by Preaching Magazine. At Beeson, Smith
teaches Christian Preaching and other electives in
homiletics.
